The Gregg Garon Scholarship Fund
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Gregg Garon, son of Maryanne and Dennis, husband of Holly, father to Cade and Keegan, and brother of Colin, died unexpectedly March 17, 2005. Gregg loved his wife and family more than anything, of course, but Gregg also loved soccer. He played in the first year of the Poway Soccer Club in 1975, the first years of the Penasquitos (PQYSA) Soccer League, and later coached in PQ, Poway, and in Marietta, GA.  By age 12, Gregg was specializing as a goalkeeper, the position he would play at Mt. Carmel H.S. and in college.  After marriage, he looked forward to having sons to share the game with, and son Cade played in Poway, Marietta and San Marcos. His youngest son Keegan has been playing since 2005, and now plays for Poway Vaqueros. 
Dennis and Maryanne Garon, in 2006, decided they wanted to create a soccer scholarship for a player in PQYSA, in Gregg’s name. The purpose of the scholarship was to reward the somewhat “unsung heroes” amongst the players – the ones with lots of “heart”, love of the game, the ones who are always there rain-or-shine, win-or-lose to be part of their team. So, a small account was started with Penasquitos soccer. Then in 2007, the Garons had the idea to expand the scholarship to Poway (due to their and Gregg’s long time association with Poway, also) and decided to combine their soccer and Miata loves with a Car Rally to raise money for the scholarships.  On March 9, 2008, the San Diego Miata Club hosted a car rally that raised $2,000 for the scholarships (divided between the two clubs). 

We have awarded four scholarships to young men from the Poway and PQ Soccer Clubs and hope to award more in the future. We are also considering other ways to both raise money and benefit the youth in the community.
